“carry over”. We can carry over that surplus into the next sprint. As you can see, compound words can come in different varieties. Explore examples of each. When it comes to compound words, there are three different types that are important: closed-form, open-form, and hyphenated. Dive into how each type of compound word is different. Closed
compound words are formed when two fully independent, unique words are combined to create a new word. For example, you would combine “grand” and “mother” to create the closed-form word “grandmother”. In a sentence, this would look like, “My grandmother is coming over.” These are the most common types of compound words. For example:

Examples of hyphenated compound words include: two-fold check-in merry-go-round father-in-law seventy-two long-term up-to-date mother-in-law one-half over-the-counter Note that hyphenated compound words are most
commonly used when the words being joined together are combined to form an adjective before a noun. For example: forty-acre farm full-time worker on-campus housing state-of-the-art features family-run busines However, these hyphenated compound words become open compounds when they are placed after the word they describe. For example:
The farm has forty acres. The worker is full time. The housing is all on campus for freshman Its features are truly state of the art. The business is still family run.
